Introduction

PDL anesthesia is comparable to
iInferior alveolar nerve block

Successful results can be achieved for
restorative, surgical and endodontic
procedures

Significantly less anesthetic dosage
Significantly less pain than nerve block

Proven supplemental technique for a
tooth difficult to anesthetize

PDL anesthesia success 65% to 86%
Septocaine works better than Lidocaine
30-40 min of pulpal anesthesia

Case - |IV: Posterior Composite Restoration
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Contraindication

Immunocompromised patient
Patient requiring antibiotic prophylaxis

Adverse Effects

Post operative pain of mild severity
Hyper-occlusion

Swollen interdental papillae

Extremely rare localized root resorption

Advantage of NumBee®©

Rapid onset of anesthesia

Lower dose leads to lower chances of
toxicity

Tooth-specific anesthesia helps to
reduce post local anesthesia soft tissue
injuries (lip bite)
